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Runway Incursions - Operations

Hello and congratulations. You are reading the first Airport Operations article for the Kissimmee Gateway Air-
port in our very own airport newsletter. This being the maiden article, | thought that | would write about the
number one safety issue at our airport, Runway Safety (Incursions). | promise that | will skip the same old song
and dance when it comes to this topic, but rather | want to communicate how you as an airport user can help
to prevent incursions, not as a pilot, but as a driver.

Many runway incursions at the Kissimmee Airport are a result of a driver getting lost on the tarmac and wan-
dering into the Movement Area. As you can imagine any incursion could result in the loss of life for both the
vehicle operator and the aircraft operator. As an airport user you are an essential part in keeping the airport
and the flying public safe by following basic security concepts.

Almost all our vehicular incursions are a result of somebody following a tenant in or going through a gate left
open by an airport tenant exiting the tarmac. Thi
not allowed at the Kissimmee Gateway Airport. When you properly exit or enter the airport tarmac through a
gate you should remain adjacent to the posted stop sign or slightly past the gate loop to ensure that the gate
closes behind you. Your vehicle then creates a barrier between the airport tarmac and the street entrance,
which restricts access for vehicles behind you. This protects the tarmac and the airfield from having any lost
drivers inadvertently enter the airfield and ultimately creating an incursion.

A common sitwuation in which O0OPiggybackingdé is all
you know pulls up behind you. If you are certain that you know the driver you could then pull up, ensure that
the vehicle behind you pulls up to the stop sign or slightly beyond the loop, watching to see the gate close
behind them. Once that action occurs you may pull away with the gate open. Responsibility for the gate

closure shifts to the last vehicle that traveled through the gate entrance.

A common question | get from airport users is how long is the timer set for the gates to remain open. Most of
the gates have a 15 second window in which the gate opens until the gate begins to close. Some gates do
have a longer window depending on the type of traffic that uses the gate entrance; trucks need a longer span
to get through the gate. If a gate does not close within a minute or two, then the gate is in a fail mode. The
most common problem is because the vehicle is still sitting on the magnetic loop and the gate will not close if
the loop senses a vehicle. Simply move the vehicle forward a few feet to clear the loop and the gate should
close.

If the gate still refuses to close, then let the nearest FBO know about the problem. The FBOs have our emer-
gency numbers and will be more than happy to contact us regarding the gate problem. If the FBO is closed,
please contact the Airport Administrative Office at 46347-4600. Please leave a message with the operator.

If the problem occurs after hours, our Airport Operations staff will check for messages and should notice an

open gate, while opening the airport.

Remember that you play a vital part in airport safety. Driving away with a gate open and not notifying the near-
est FBO or Airport Operations Personnel is irresponsible and could result in a tragic ending for both aircraft
and vehicle operators. Ensuring that the gate is closed saves lives and keeps out a lost driver or a wandering
pedestrian.

From the Airmans Information Manual (AIM): The first topic | would like to introduce is Radio Frequency Chan
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Requests. We have many pilots, especially students that request frequency changes as soon as they depart. The

following Reference Applies:

Chapter Four, Section Three, Airport Operations:
Paragraph 43-2. Airports with an Operational Control Tower:
When operating at an airport where traffic control is being exercised by a control tower , pilots are required

o

maintain twoway radio contact with the tower while operating within the Class B, Class C, and Class D surface

area unless the tower authorizes otherwise. Initial calp should be made about 15 miles from the airport. Unless
there is a good reason to leave the tower frequency before exiting the Class B, Class C, and Class D surface ar
it is a good operating practice to remain on the tower frequency for the purpose of receiving traffic informatinn.

the interest of reducing tower frequency congestion, pilots are reminded that it is NOT necessary to request pe
mission to leave the tower frequency once outside of Class B, Class C, and Class D surface areas.
