3.7.2.2 VFR Flight Not Recommended. When VFR flight is proposed and sky condi-

tions or visibilities are present or forecast, surface or aloft, that, in the briefer‟s judg-

ment, would make flight under VFR doubtful, the briefer will describe the conditions, 

describe the affected locations, and use the phrase “VFR flight not recommended.” 

This recommendation is advisory in nature. The final decision as to whether the flight 

can be conducted safely rests solely with the pilot. Upon receiving a 

“VFR flight not recommended” statement, the non−IFR rated pilot will need to make a 

“go or no go” decision. This decision should be based on weighing the current and 

forecast weather conditions against the pilot‟s experience and ratings. The aircraft‟s 

equipment, capabilities and limitations should also be considered.

Please brief all of your operators, tenants and guests to the need to avoid this area, especially when 

Runways 06 or 24 are in use.  Nothing I am saying here is intended to override the ability of a pilot or air 

traffic controller to deviate from this procedure in the interest of safety of flight, which we know is al-

ways paramount.  Basically, avoid the area every time you can, and overfly only when it is necessary for 

safety.   

One final note : if the airport administration‟s actions have ever irked you, I will be pulling a shift in the 

Lakefront Park dunk tank this coming July 4th. Stay tuned for further details, and get the throwing arm 

limbered up.

For many people the summer of 1969 was a “trippy” year.  May of 1969 also saw the creation of the 

National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA).  This act established a national policy for the environ-

ment, and provided for the establishment of the Council on Environmental Quality.   This act was 

just one of many that have come to follow, and even today we see more and more environmental 

regulations.  As environmental regulation increases the issues can become complex and compliance 

can be a daunting task.  The following information is from a Department of Environmental Protec-

tion worksheet that I received from an Osceola County Pollution Prevention Inspector: 

 

Step 1:  Evaluate Your Waste: 

 You must know what different types of wastes you have before you can know 

how to properly dispose of them. 

 

Step 2:  Determine Your Waste Generator Size 

If you generate: 

Less than 220 lbs per month of hazardous waste and no more than 2.2 

lbs of acutely hazardous waste per calendar month, you are a condition-

ally exempt small quantity generator (CESQG).  

Between 220-2,200 lbs per month of hazardous waste and no more than 

2.2 lbs of acutely hazardous waste in calendar month , you are a regu-

lated small quantity generator (SQG).  

More than 2,200 lbs per month of hazardous waste or more than 2.2 lbs 

of acutely hazardous waste in a calendar month , you are a large quan-

tity generator (LQG). For assistance in this category you will need to 

contact the DEP headquarters at (850) 245-8707. 

 

Most of the businesses on the airport will fall into the CESQG category. If your business generates 

more waste than outlined by CESOG limits please refer to the links provided below for assistance. 

CESOG requirements are as follows: 

1. Perform a hazardous waste determination on all your waste. 

2. Do not generate more than allowed per calendar month. 

3. Do not accumulate more than 2,200 lbs on your site. 

4. Dispose of your waste only at a site that is approved by the Florida DEP. 

5. Keep waste disposal/management records at your facility for at least three (3) years. Receipts 

must include name and address of the generator and the treatment, storage or disposal facility, 

type of hazardous waste delivered, amount of hazardous waste delivered, and the date of ship-

ment. 

The following is a list of some hazardous wastes that may be in your hangar or place of business: 

Antifreeze   -Batteries 

Corrosive Waste  -Ignitable Waste 

Inks    - Fluorescent Lamps 

Paints    -Used Oil and Oil Filters

I would like to take this time and include a narrative of Kris‟ thoughts of being a woman in a male dominated 

industry and the challenges she faced, convincing herself that she could accomplish her goal of becoming a 

pilot. 

 

“I am a female and I am a pilot.  I have not met another female in my 39 yeas that was able to say that.  It 

makes me wonder … why?  I have met many other fellow female police officers, female truck drivers, female 

military personnel, and the list goes on and on with professions that used to be totally male dominated.  I‟m 

not sure why aviation is so out of reach for many women and why there are few female pilots, be it profes-

sional or recreational.   

 

I always had a bit of apprehension about flying.  I trusted whoever was in the cockpit but, always thought 

about would happen if something went wrong.  I do not climb ladders because I have a fear of falling.  So … 

why in the world would I want to learn to fly?  That‟s easy … the more you know about something, the more 

comfortable you are when you understand how it works.   

 

I have to be honest, the first time I laid eyes on the Remos aircraft at Orlando Gateway Sport Pilot, I thought 

„yeah right … I‟m not going to like this at all.‟  I was pleasantly surprised during the first flight and even though 

my nerves were a bit frazzled, I wanted to learn to fly it.  I couldn‟t wait to get started.   

 

From pulling the plane out of the hangar, to „burping‟ the Rotex engine prior to flight , to actually controlling 

the plane and flying does not require any brute strength.  What it does take is attention to detail, a bit of pa-

tience, faith in yourself, and a dedication to work through the tough flights and keep going.
